A panel will be selected to judge the submitted entries, from which thirteen finalists will have their
drawings recognized and featured in the 2026 “Me and My Pal” calendar produced by the Auditor’s
office.

. The first-place winner will have their drawing featured on the cover of the 2026 “Me and My Pal”
calendar, the office’s licensing promotional materials, and the Auditor's social media and website.

. All winners will receive a complimentary 2026 dog license, an award certificate, and a commemorative
photo taken with the Auditor.

. Winners will be notified of the recognition by Monday, November 10, 2025, and an awards ceremony
will take place on Saturday, December 6, 2025.

. Employees of the Franklin County Auditor's office, Franklin County Dog Shelter, and their immediate
family members are not eligible to participate in the contest.
